Federal Highway Administration:  Proposed I-80 Interchange for Centre County Landfill


Dear Senator Casey:

I am extremely concerned about a mega landfill that is proposed for northern Centre County.  If completely developed, this would be the largest landfill east of the Mississippi.  The potential for environmental damage to wild habitat, wildlife, air, water, and quality of life for our rural communities is immeasurable.

The key to development of this landfill is a proposed "privately funded" interchange on Interstate I-80, between exits 147 (Snow Shoe) and 133 (Kylertown).  No guarantees have been provided that the developer will bear the cost, but the source of funds is irrelevant.  The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) requires that "the proposal considers and is consistent with local and regional land use and transportation plans" (FHWA Policy Statement: "Additional changes to the Interstate System," Federal Register, February 11, 1998, Vol. 63, No. 28). 

On January 25, 2007 FHWA notified PennDOT the Point of Access study for this proposed Interchange failed to satisfactorily document all requirements outlined in the Federal Interstate System Access Policy.  The proposed interchange is not consistent with local land use and transportation plans.  

I respectfully request that you contact Transportation Secretary Peters and urge her to monitor this situation closely to be sure that this interchange is not considered for approval because it fails to comply with FHWA policy.

The courtesy of a reply from Senator Casey is appreciated.
