RE:  Highway Occupancy Permit Request for Resource Recovery, LLC

Dear Mr. Kline:

I write to protest the granting of a Highway Occupancy Permit for Resource Recovery, LLC and/or landowners for access to the CLOG property from State Route 53 and/or from Gorton Road in Moshannon.  The granting of this HOP would facilitate a large volume of truck traffic through Snow Shoe, Moshannon, Drifting, Grassflat and other small communities thereby putting the citizenry who have made this area their home at great risk.
As you are well aware, narrow two-lane highways are the main roadways of these neighborhoods.  Residential housing, mountain sides and steep drop-offs closely border these roads, so there is no room to widen the existing roads or berms for safety.  These towns have very few, if any, sidewalks or streetlights. Children waiting for school buses stand along these streets in the dark, and walk along them to get to friends' houses both on foot and by bicycle. Our senior citizens and residents must cross these roads to get their mail and visit their neighbors.  Many people in these small neighborhoods also enjoy taking a peaceful walk along these rural roads.

The approach from the Kylertown exit of I-80 (Exit 133) would entail not only sending this traffic down narrow country roads and past schools and historic sites but also includes a narrow, winding, two-mile long, steep mountain grade to the Clearfield-Centre County line. The approach from the Snow Shoe exit (Exit 147) would require passing by the Mountaintop Area Elementary School; by the Snow Shoe Park and swimming pool where many youth-related activities take place year round; by highly active churches at the four-way stop sign intersection at the bottom of a steep, winding grade in Snow Shoe Borough; through a stretch of 144 between Snow Shoe Borough and Moshannon that is blinding at sunrise and sunset on clear days most of the year; and through the ‘blinking light’ in Moshannon. If Resource Recovery plans to make Gorton Road their alternate route to their proposed landfill as their map presented to the Snow Shoe Supervisors shows, it is important to note that the intersection of Routes 144 and 53 is a very tight intersection, closely bounded by homes, which large trucks can only navigate with great difficulty. Gorton Road is narrow with sharp turns and only partially paved. These are just a few examples of areas that could prove deadly with increased truck traffic along these routes.  Many of these roads are posted at 35 mph or less, but these small towns have no local police to enforce traffic laws and safety, let alone adequate volunteer emergency responders to handle the additional accidents that will occur.
Please hold public safety as a high priority when considering this Highway Occupancy Permit request.
